A 10-year partnership between SaskPower and SIAST Palliser Campus in Moose Jaw has resulted in 
more than $125,000 being invested in much-needed equipment for the institution’s Electrical 
Engineering Technology Program. 
 
Today, SaskPower contributed $28,500 towards the purchase of more industry-standard, state-of-the-
art equipment, which provides students with hands-on experience as they learn about the generation, 
distribution, transmission and use of electrical energy, as well as automated industrial control systems.
